REGIONAL MEDIA STRATEGY AND TECHNICAL REVIEW

Background/Problem: Retailers who pass all three enforcement compliance checks during a fiscal year should be recognized. Recognition promotes compliance in the future, as well as educates youth, parents, law enforcement and the general public, who will read the plaque in the retailer’s location.
Description of project: Recognition plaques that are 8” x 10” (black), with a window for children’s artwork that is 5” x 7” and a brass plate that is 3” high x 6” wide, with the artwork provided with this request.
Goal (s) of project: Through the plaques, retailers will receive a personal visit from a tobacco-free professional and educational materials. This creates a “teachable moment” as the tobacco-free professional explains the meaning of the plaque and helps them to hang it.  Since the artwork is changeable and the congratulations specific from year to year, if the retailer is not complaint they do not get an updated artwork with the updated year.  As a result, retailers and their employees will be less likely to sell tobacco products to youth, and tobacco prevention messages will be seen by youth, parents, law enforcement and the general public.
Measurable objectives: Fewer sales of tobacco products during enforcement compliance checks.
Collaborations/Partnerships: The plaques have been in use in Washington County for many years. Having patrons who travel between the two counties see the plaques in both will reinforce the messages.
How project is incorporated into your overall media plan: The plaques are a part of our prevention media plan. They will be used with our compliance mini-newsletter and other retailer educational materials. They also provide an opportunity to work with youth annually for the design of the changeable artwork that is used in the plaques.
How the effectiveness of the project will be evaluated: The number of retailers who display the plaques; the amount of sales to youth during enforcement compliance checks; the number of children and teens who submit artwork for consideration
