Background/Problem:  This t-shirt is used in the schools when the TATU kids are working in the 
elementary programs with puppets, as well as when they are doing any TATU projects in the community such as the Somerset County Fair, DARE, Family Night Out.

Description of project:  Annual Somerset County TATU Training – All 12 Somerset County schools participate
and the students are identified by wearing the t-shirts which were designed 3 years ago by TATU students.

Goal (s) of project:  To train 60 students for TATU so that they can use their training/knowledge in school and in the community to educate about the dangers of tobacco use.  From the 60 TATU students, there is a goal to register 20 students as BUSTED! kids.  A BUSTED! presentation will be made on the day of the training.  The TATU group is a springboard for enlarging our BUSTED! group.  The t-shirts are very important to the kids as they identify their group of “Teens Against Tobacco Use” within the schools and community.
Measurable objectives:  The students will have to register and attend the training (5 students from each school district), and then they will conduct puppet shows in the schools teaching about the dangers of tobacco use.  Also, follow-up will be done with all students to see how many register for BUSTED!.  It is our goal to grow a strong body of students to work in the area of tobacco prevention in our schools and community.  Students will stand out within the school districts and community by wearing their t-shirts.   
Collaborations/Partnerships:  Drug Free Communities helps defray the costs of the TATU training day by paying for the things like crayons, colored pencils, booklets, etc. and also pays for a speaker for the students.  
How project is incorporated into your overall media plan:  TATU is a very active group in Somerset County.  We run a TATU poster/billboard contest in Somerset County, and TATU is very active in community services such are DARE, Legislative visits, Clean Air Affair.  The voice from the students is a powerful voice in our community.
How the effectiveness of the project will be evaluated:  The t-shirts will be worn by the students to every TATU event.  The t-shirts have previously been Department of Health approved.  They were designed by the students, and they have become their “signature” for all TATU events.
