Background/Problem:   The rate of tobacco use in Somerset County remains very high among young adults, pregnant women, and older adults.  Therefore, we have an ongoing problem with tobacco-related disease and second hand smoke.
Description of project:  The media request is for an ad to be placed in the newspapers that cover Somerset County to educate people about the seriousness of smoking/tobacco use, and to motivate them to begin the New Year by becoming smoke-free. 
Goal (s) of project:  1) To announce and motivate people to join the cessation classes being at Somerset Hospital for Somerset County. 2)To fill up two or three cessation classes to kick off the New Year. 3)Saving lives is the ultimate goal. 
Measurable objectives:  The measureable objective will be tracking how many people attend the classes as a result of this ad.  We will also track the number of people who finish the class smoke-free, how many lower their tobacco use, and there will be a one month, 3 month, 6 month, and 12 month follow-up with each attendee. 
Collaborations/Partnerships:  American Respiratory Alliance and American Lung.  Both programs are used in our multiple cessation classes being offered at Somerset Hospital.  
How project is incorporated into your overall media plan:  Print ads are part of our overall media plan to touch all of Somerset County with the cessation/prevention message and to motivate adults to attend the cessation classes being offered.  
How the effectiveness of the project will be evaluated:  As stated above, there will be a pre-test, post-test, and evaluations along the way for the cessations class attendees that become part of the classes as a result of the newspaper ad.
