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Youth Sports Field Tobacco-free Stop Signs Available
Spectators Encouraged to Set Good Example for Young Athletes
The Tobacco Free Program of Washington County Health Partners (WCHP) is taking requests for free youth sports field tobacco-free stop signs.

The tobacco-free stop signs are for display at youth sports fields throughout Washington County, reminding spectators they are in a tobacco-free area.  By refraining from tobacco use at these events, visitors set a healthy example for the young athletes.
The tobacco-free stop signs are 18 inches tall by 18 inches wide, made of lightweight aluminum, and feature graphics that remind guests that a tobacco-free area includes not smoking, as well as not using smokeless tobacco.
