Background/Problem: 
The Westmoreland Tobacco Free Coalition and its member providers annually host the Smoke Free Air Affair and other events throughout the county including Mom’s Showers, training sessions, health fairs, cessation classes, etc. Many times we need a vehicle to package information for attendees to take home. The litter bags were chosen as a cost-effective way to package such information, while giving a positive smoke free message with a long term use as a car litter bag.
Description of project: 
The Happiness is Breathing Smoke Free Air…car litter bags are ordered annually and made available to Westmoreland County agencies to promote a smoke free message.  They are also used for to hold information and as another educational tool for families, youth and adults attending tobacco prevention/cessation events in the county.  See attached.
Goal (s) of project: 
The educational message creates awareness of the need for Clean Indoor Air and holds additional tobacco issue information we provide at presentations and community events.  It also provides tobacco users and their families with directions to get to local resources.
Measurable objectives: 
During pre and post surveys at various events (where the litterbags containing information have been distributed) we have been able to document an increase in knowledge that inhaling tobacco smoke is unhealthy for youth and adults.   Number of phone calls.
Collaborations/Partnerships: All SW counties use these at The Smoke Free Air Affair; WIC uses these, as an additional positive message, to distribute cessation information to their pregnant and new moms.  They are also used during Moms Showers to reach pregnant women and new moms.
How project is incorporated into your overall media plan:
The car litter bags replicate our overall media message we use on banner for Smoke Free Air Affair, in presentations, and on the litter bags.  They also help in packaging educational information as part of our county-wide efforts to communicate that breathing tobacco smoke is harmful to youth, adults, and pregnant women.

How the effectiveness of the project will be evaluated:

From year to year, on community surveys, we expect to see an increase in knowledge that inhaling tobacco smoke is unhealthy for youth and adults.   Continued and increased requests for the litterbags will also be a measure of their use and success.
