Background/Problem:  

Saint Vincent College Prevention Projects has the responsibility of providing our county’s school staff with tobacco cessation opportunities.  In order to successfully implement a staff focused program there is a need to market these classes, as well as, gain a better understanding of when the school staff would most likely attend these classes.  

Description of project:

This brochure provides a brief description of the class that is available to them and an interest form to determine optimal class scheduling.  The back of the brochure provides some factual information about tobacco use.  Our agency anticipates that these brochures will be made available to the staff through in-service health fairs, school mail, and in designated areas of the school (i.e. staff lunch room, break room).  Upon the staff members reading the brochure they are to fill out the “interest form” and return it to our agency.  Saint Vincent College Prevention Projects will then compile all of the forms to determine when the group will meet.  Correspondence will then be made to the interested parties to announce the program agenda.

Goal (s) of project:

The first goal of this project is to make tobacco cessation available to Westmoreland County’s school staff.  Our agency expects these brochures to make the staff aware of the opportunity and make the program more accessible than it has been in the past.

Once the schools are aware of the programs offered to them the goal is to implement programs in all schools that have an interest.

Measurable objectives:

At least three staff members will return interest forms to participate in a tobacco cessation within two weeks of the brochures being distributed.

Collaborations/Partnerships:

Saint Vincent College Prevention Projects, The American Lung Association, participating school districts and building personnel, students and their parents/guardians, Westmoreland Tobacco Free Coalition, Monessen Tobacco Free Coalition, Washington Health Partners, Westmoreland Drug and Alcohol Commission, Inc., and the Pennsylvania Department of Health.

How project is incorporated into your overall media plan:

Our overall media plan is to make tobacco cessation available to Westmoreland County’s schools.  Through brochures and flyers we have successfully implemented the student cessation program in several districts.  This year we expect to utilize brochures and flyers to attract the adult populations at the schools as well.

How the effectiveness of the project will be evaluated:

The effectiveness of the project will be determined by whether or not there is interest in the cessation class from the targeted population.  Based on the number of completed forms returned to our agency we can determine whether we will have the three required participants to initiate the program.
