Background/Problem: 
Employers can combat the negative health and economic effects of tobacco use by integrating tobacco cessation treatment into their mix of employee benefits.  Although coverage of these interventions encourages their use and increases quit rates, many employers still do not choose to include smoking cessation treatments in their insurance plans.
The enactment of CIA on September 11 will see a need for local information about implementing the law and help for employees to quit tobacco use.  

Description of project: 
Short, semi-annual, information packed newsletter for businesses, minority businesses and personal care homes on tobacco issues and resources for help in Westmoreland County.
Goal (s) of project: 
To educate business and personal care homes on tobacco cessation services available in our county and state, why a business can benefit from adding insurance coverage of cessation to their benefits package, from developing a smoke-free policy and offering worksite cessation programs. There are also “tips to quit” to share with employees.  We also send the newsletter to legislators so they can see what is being done with part of our funds and what we offer their business constituents.
Measurable objectives: 

Follow up calls to 5 contacts each of 2 months following mailing to see if they recall receiving the newsletter; number of sites that request information and/or service.

Collaborations/Partnerships:  Other cessation and tobacco prevention providers in our Westmoreland Coalition.
How project is incorporated into your overall media plan:

Project has been annually budgeted.  A second newsletter will follow shortly after the New Year’s Resolution 4 D’s commercial run on the TV and about the time folks are struggling to keep their resolution.
How the effectiveness of the project will be evaluated:

Follow up calls to 5 contacts each month to see if they recall receiving the newsletter; number of sites that request information/service.
