Background/Problem: 
Students who are involved with the many peer advocacy programs in Westmoreland County commit a significant amount of time in learning about issues surrounding tobacco use and how they can become part of the solution in helping peers, family members and themselves resist tobacco use. 
After the formalized part of the program is completed, students may continue to need reinforcement or have questions about where to go for additional information. The memo board is a usable take home tool that has a positive reinforcing message along with contact information (telephone and website) for students to continue learning more about tobacco use.   
Description of project: 
Champions Memo Board will be distributed to program participants as a positive reinforcement of the prevention message that tobacco harms the athlete as well as the academic and artistic student.  The programs are Project ALERT, Chalk Talk, and Tobacco is a drug, too!  The memo board is light weight and can be easily distributed by group leaders or mailed without additional postage cost.
Goal (s) of project: 
The memo board, something the kids and coaches can use daily, is a continual reminder of the tobacco message of the program: tobacco use affects performance.
Measurable objectives:  
Short term: The number of students who report, in booster lessons, they are using the board.  Number of phone calls.
Long term:  Decreasing numbers of students who use tobacco.

Collaborations/Partnerships: The schools and community groups who use our programs.
How project is incorporated into your overall media plan:

Especially with decreasing local TV and Radio media budgets, it is even more critical to blanket the county with a variety of site appropriate, age appropriate visible messages that tobacco is harmful to youth and adults; that staying tobacco free improves performance.
How the effectiveness of the project will be evaluated:

The number of students who are still using the memo board in Booster lessons. Number of phone calls.
